1. Minutes of the November 4 meeting were approved.

He acknowledged Diane McMichael as a valuable behind the scenes organizer.  Many are encouraging him to facilitate the event again next year, and he will be storing supplies at his home to do so.

4. Correspondence:  Shari reported that she is catching up on correspondence and looking into new stationery?  
5. Reports from Specific Task Teams:  
a. Sanctuary Decoration Team to plan/implement monthly sanctuary decoration:  Nancy Novak, Jane Tumas-Serna, Karen Binkley, and LeeAnn Gallacci have volunteered to coordinate this effort.
b. Special Music Team:  Suzyn reported on the upcoming Choir performances, an emerging small group for the Dec. 27 service and a service in February.
c. Piano Task Force:  Suzyn is in consultation with Andrew McKnight for a coffee house/special music for Sunday service engagement in February.
d. Technology Task Force:  
e. Task Force for the Time for All Ages:  Shari Miller, Kerry Blair, Dawn Weidner, Cindy Burton, Diane McMichael, Adeline Bailey, and Ron Tepley.  (Rachel Hyde, Gwen Banziger -- possible additions)  
f. Holiday Decoration Task Force:  The Committee expressed appreciation to all those who helped with decoration of the church:  Men’s Group for decking the fence with greens; Gillian Harrison and Nancy Lee for setting up and decorating the tree in the Sanctuary; Tabatha Hubbard, Ann Jacoby, Shari Miller, and Cynthia Ting for the candle arrangements in the windows, and Rev. Kat and other elves who added enhancements from week to week.
g. Christmas Eve Service Task Force:  AI: Kat will collaborate with Worship Associates Jim Rapp and Tabatha Hubbard.  She will also request payment for Randy Kidder’s special services that evening.
6. December 27 service -- Moods of the Season  Martha, Adeline, Suzyn, Ralph Olander, Shari, Tabatha Hubbard, Randy Kidder are developing the service.

7. June 19 activities – AI:  Martha and Kat will talk with Rev. Lynda Smith about having a co-led service with Rev. Kat for the Father’s Day Picnic at the Multicultural Fair.  Shelter needs to be reserved and paid for.  A sign needs to be posted (early on Sunday?  A couple days before?), and on the Sunday, a person needs to be on site to save the space.
