1. Minutes of the July meeting were approved.

In terms of coordinating with painting of the sanctuary, the Committee agreed that January and February are good months for the work.  They felt that the Social Hall could accommodate services during that time but identified the need to coordinate with BRIDGES, especially for the large group activities.  Martha will talk with Kevin about the Committee’s concerns and will report in September.
