1. Minutes of the February meeting were approved. 
2. Correspondence:  Thank you notes have been sent to those who participated in the World Interfaith Harmony service.  
3. Reports from Specific Task Teams:

9. Budget Proposal for 2018-19:  The Committee approved a budget request for $4315, which will be sent to Linda Lawton immediately.
10. Annual Report:  The Committee finalized the report, which will be submitted before the April meeting.
11. Theme for Year 2018-2019: After lively discussion, the Committee settled on “How can we inspire leaders for a complex world?”
