GENERAL ASSEMBLY:
The UUA General Assembly is virtual this year. All GA registrants have access to the GA Virtual Participation Portal, which combines multiple modes of participant engagement that include chat, Q&A, and polling. Registrants are able to watch and ask questions in live sessions including workshops and business sessions. ​Delegates are also be able to propose amendments in the live business sessions, participate in debates, and vote in general sessions.
