Mike Bailey has agreed to routinely set up the TV screen in the Sanctuary to display the service on Zoom as long as someone else will be in the Santuary.  Kat has agreed to be that person.  On designated days, Kat will provide an additional in-person, interactive event immediately after the virtual service.
