Monastery in India graced
our congregation and the
Mid-Ohio Valley commu-
nity with their presence
and spiritual  message
from June 13-18. We
would like 1o express our
appreciation for the fine
welcome and_treatment
which our community
showed to these special
visitors. A special note of
appreciation should go to
the Marietta Times and
reporter, Janelle Patterson,
for the excellent article on
the Tibetan Monks which
appeared in the June 15
edition of the times.
