Subject: Boat ride
Just a reminder that Thursday, August 15th, is the pontoon boat excursion you purchased at the Church Service Auction! 

Our three hour tour of Seneca Lake will begin at 12:30 at the docks behind the Dockside Restaurant.  We will provide snacks, water, and Sprite, or let us know if you would like something else to drink (sorry, Muskingum Watershed rules forbid alcoholic beverages).  We will putter around the lake, enjoy some time just floating around, and head back to the dock around 3:30 or earlier if you desire.  There are no restroom facilities on board but we can always make use of the facilities at the marina/restaurant.

I would recommend a wide brimmed hat and light colored clothing in case the sun is beating down. There is limited shade from the boat's bimini top. We will have extra sunscreen.

Directions to the marina: (about 45 minutes from Marietta)  Take I-77 north to exit 37 (this is the Senecaville/Buffalo exit, State Route 313), turn right (east) onto 313 and go about 4 or 5 miles to the stop sign at the intersection of 313 and 285. Continue straight on 313 through the intersection. After about 2 miles, just past where the lake is on both sides of the road, you will see a sign on the right advertising the Dockside restaurant. Turn right - you will see the restaurant on the left along with parking.  Walk around the restaurant on the right or left and you will see the docks. 

If you would like, you can drop passengers off down by the dock by driving to the left of the restaurant. This way you can avoid the 10 or so steps on the right side of the restaurant that take you down to the dock, however, you cannot park in this area.
