Next Sunday - Nov. 8, 2020   Sources of Spiritual Sustenance    -Rev. K. Hawbaker	
We often speak of faith and spirituality as a journey, and that is more vital than a particular destination.  It is a process of study, reflection and practice or behavior.  We’ll take a personal look at sources of spirituality that sustain us in times such as these.
The UUA Board of Trustees has introduced a process to consider changes to Article II of the UUA Bylaws (the Principles & Purposes) which includes 6 Sources and 7 Principles, with discussion focused on a proposed 8th Principle:

“We the member congregations of the U.U.A., covenant to affirm and promote 
Journeying toward spiritual wholeness by working to build a diverse, multicultural Beloved Community by our actions that accountably dismantle racism and other oppressions in ourselves and our institutions.”
