Winter Solstice  Live Stream - Monday, Dec. 21 | 5pm MST  7pm EST
This “Great Conjunction” happens next on December 21, 2020, the night of the winter solstice, and the peak of the Ursid meteor shower. It will be viewed in the southern sky just after sunset.
If you begin observing the southern sky before the 21st, you can follow the two planets.
For most Great Conjunctions, Jupiter and Saturn are separated by about 1 degree, which is the width of two full moons in the sky. This year, they will be separated by just one-tenth of a degree, which is one-fifth the size of the full moon. This gives the effect of the "Christmas Star."
Join Lowell Observatory on Mon., December 21, 2020, to celebrate the Great Conjunction with an evening of telescope viewing and commentary from Lowell’s own astronomers and educators.
