Her founding of the Marietta Chapter of the American Field Service brought many interesting foreign young people to Marietta and provided an opportunity for local youths to
go abroad.  She was an active member of FUUSM.  Ethel passed away January 23, 2000 and is buried
in Mound Cemetery (there is a large file of Ethel’s activism in the office.)
