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Current FUUSM Guidelines for Building Use  
*If attendee is not feeling well, they should not attend    
*All attendees sign in and provide information requested.
*Maintain 6 ft. distance, “take turns” entering, exiting, & taking seats to allow spacing. 
	(Sanctuary capacity 25-50;  Fellowship Hall capacity - 15).
*Use face masks that cover nose and mouth.  We have some available if you forget to bring your own. 
*Wash hands/use hand sanitizer upon entering building.
*No food or beverages in the building– you can’t eat/drink with a face mask on.   
*One person in a bathroom at a time.

CDC recommends fully vaccinated people can safely gather together outdoors in small groups without masks now.

The Board of Trustees will be reviewing possible changes to the guidelines for the future and welcomes input, 
although we will continue to be guided by science and safety.
