Note that the term ‘LGBTQ’ is a blanket name for the entire community and does not represent each part of the gender spectrum. Even the longer version,‘LGBTQIA+’ is not fully representative of the diversity within the community.  To increase visibility for each sub-sector and sub-culture, different flags have been designed such as the bisexual flag, a lipstick lesbian flag, a pansexual flag, and others. 

Rainbow     The most recognizable symbol that represents the LGBTQ community today is the rainbow. Strewn across flags, banners, and pins, the rainbow symbolizes the diversity of gays and lesbians around the world.  First designed by Gilbert Baker in 1978, the original version of the LGBTQ rainbow had 8 colors representing different things  necessary for liberation.	
Pink – sexuality	Red – life	Orange – healing	Yellow – sun
Green – nature	Turquoise – art	Indigo – harmony	Violet – spirit
