Session 1: Every Congregation Has a Story   
Reflection questions:
Where did you recognize yourself, our faith community (FUUSM), 
or our Unitarian Universalist movement in the book?
What in the book made you curious to learn more?
What felt challenging?          Affirming?

Think of this book as a conversation partner, as you explore your own experiences and identity, as the authors demonstrate.  Note your own identity statement, and commonalities.
Pick one of the congregations to start with, as this is not a chapter by chapter study guide.

Covenant Points		We each promise to:
speak from our own experiences and perspectives
listen generously to the experiences and perspectives of others
resist making assumptions about one another
be mindful of “taking space and making space” to ensure everyone has opportunities to speak and to listen
expect and accept that questions may linger
respect the confidentiality of the personal information and stories shared here.
