GSC participation in June 25 Plant Sale  At previous meetings, Dawn proposed that GSC plan a Solar Open House as part of the event, using the side of the RE building opposite the courtyard to display some of our solar demo items, and offer a "tour" to view the rooftop array. The committee discussed some of the details for GSC's part of the event. Final plans will be set at the June meeting. Nancy Novak reminded gardeners in the group to pot plants for the sale, and help with pricing and set-up on Saturday before the event. pricers are needed on June 23; set-up will take place on Saturday beginning at 9:00 a.m. The sale begins at 1:30 p.m. on Sunday, the 25th. Nancy was directed to Jim Grecni and Roger Kalter for help in acquiring canopies for use at the event.
