HIP committee report - GSC May 15, 2022 meeting
Actions reported or planned at HIP committee May 12 meeting on Zoom.

In attendance: Adeline and Mike BaileyKelcey and Chris Jacobs, Cindy Taylor, and Jane Tumas-Serna
1. Discussion group for Braiding Sweetgrass - The group had a very successful initial meeting on May 8 with 14 people in person and seven on Zoom, gathering in the FUUSM Social Hall at 12:30 p.m.  Dawn Hewitt led the discussion. Since the group is too large to meet in the Parlor, it was decided to meet in the Social Hall and move starting time to 12:45 for June 12, and July 10 so the meeting would not interfere with the social hour after the worship service. Post meeting, Dawn said a participant suggested having opening and closing readings at the next two sessions, and asked for volunteers.
2. Fundraiser: Honoring native peoples' culture; sharing local foods representative of culture; suggested name for dinner - Honoring Indigenous Peoples: Three Sisters Dinner 
- The dinner is scheduled for July 16 in the FUUSM Social Hall and Courtyard. The group is shooting for attracting 50 attendees to the dinner. We discussed developing a menu plan for 50 people. Jane Tumas-Serna had four menu categories: salad, entree, bread, dessert. Jane has been in contact with some people fromlocal tribes, who have suggestions about what foods would honor Indigenous people. Jane also  will purchase a recipe book created by native folk; the group suggested we could use it to plan some of the dinner offerings, and offer the book as door prize. In addition to using local food products, Jane has researched sources such as Red Lakes Nation foods for additional suggestions for the menu.

- People who have volunteered to prepare food for the event: George Banziger, Dawn Hewitt, Adeline Bailey, Kelcey Jacobs, and Maggie Meyer. Large size "recipe cards" for the various dishes are to be posted near the food tables, informing people about the ingredients used to help avoid possible allergic or tastebud reactions.

- Using a Longwood Gardens article about the three sisters that Cindy found on line about the three sisters, Adeline made a quick poster. That information could be turned into a handout for the dinner and/or used at the Multi-Cultural Festival to help promote the event. Postcards or other small posters with specifics about the event are being developed to help with promotion.. 

- We are looking at creating or using with permission posters or other handouts that give information about Indigenous people and efforts to protect the land, air and water, and support environmental justice, and we hope to have a display of Native American artwork or other objects  in the Social Hall.

- music  We discussed using selections of Native American music from a CD, but decided playing them as "background music" would be disrespectful to the artists and to  Native Americans. Other ideas under consideration.

- Cindy Taylor has volunteered to give a presentation on baskets handcrafted by Indigenous people from materials in their native environments. We also considered using excerpts from video recordings of Indigenous People who speak out about environmental issues. 

- tech setup - Mike Bailey agreed to manage setup of whatever might be required.

- price per person - $20; The group decided to create tickets to sell in advance to determine number of attendees. Kelcey Jacobs also agreed to take reservations through email, and allow people with reservations to pay and pick up tickets at the door.

- Jane agreed to collect money and check off registrations. 

- Plans for table favors using three sisters (seeds); perhaps other handouts as mentioned previously.

- dinner cleanup. No volunteers yet!

- items for re-sale were discussed. Generally decided not to do it.

- COVID precautions as established by the FUUSM board and Safety Committee will be followed.

- Adeline set up a signup sheet. Jane agreed to annunce it on Sunday, May 15, and begin getting volunteers to sign up. Adeline will try to devise something online to solicit volunteers .
- "exhibit" materials - Definitely posters, possible Three Sisters Garden sheet. We willl ask volunteers to sell tickets and take names of purchasers. Checks should be made out to FUUSM. Adeline will contact Ted Goertzel, treasurer, about any necessary setup to keep funds separate from other donations: accumulated donations to be made to UUMFE for supporting environmental justice for Indigenous Peoples.

- design for booth - need to discuss with Rev. Kat.

- tentative offers of canopy from Ballantynes or Kat and LeRoy; tables and chairs? Bring your own!
