4. Report from the Board:  Betsy Liller and Nancy Luthy
Rev. Evan Young will be offered the contract for 26 worship services per year and pastoral care duties in coordination with Rev. Hilary Krivchenia.  The Board will meet with him to work out the details of the contract.
In regard to Evan Young’s request to meet with the W & M Committee during the day, the committee members agreed that all could adjust their schedules to honor that request. Our first meeting will be Wednesday, January 7, 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m., in the Parlor.
Pianist Randall Kidder:  The Board agreed that Randall should be receiving some pay for his ongoing contributions to worship services even as he recuperates from the medical event of August 19.  They charged W & M with making the final decision about the amount and start date of that payment.  His recorded music has been used in services during his absence, and he has actively selected music for the prelude, offertory, and postlude for five weeks starting October 26.  The Worship & Music Committee unanimously recommended that Randall receive one-third his usual pay, back pay for five weeks and payment going forward until circumstances change.
